Route To Corn Roast With David & Michele 

 

Here are some driving instructions to get you to the Corn Roast 

[starting at one of our favourite places…… Tim Horton’s in Manotick] 

 

 From Tim Horton’s parking lot, leave the parking lot and head EAST along CR8! 

 Continue east along CR 8 and cross Highway 31 

 Continue east along CR 8 all the way to CR 41 (Boundary Road) 

 Turn left (north) onto CR 41 and continue on CR 41 over Highway 417 and over railroad tracks 

 At Russell Road, turn right (east) and continue on Russell Road (CR 26) through Bearbrook across CR 35 

 Continue on CR 26 and through Cheney where the CR changes to CR 2 and then into Bourget 

 In Bourget turn right (south) onto Champlain Street (CR 8) and follow CR 8 towards Lemieux 

 Watch for a bridge close to Lemieux and directly after the bridge turn left (east) onto CR 16 towards 

Bradley Creek 

 Continue on CR 16 through Bradley Creek and through Riceville to Franklins Corners 

 At the stop sign in Franklins Corners turn left (north) onto CR 9 towards Plantagenet 

 Stay on CR 9 to Plantagenet 

 In Plantagenet at a stop sign where Country Road 26 is on your left and a sign for Old Highway 17 is across 

the street, turn right to continue on CR 9 

 Cross Highway 17 and continue north on CR 9 towards Treadwell near the Ottawa River 

 In Treadwell turn right (east) onto CR 24 

 Continue along CR 24 along the Ottawa River to Lefaivre 

 In Lefaivre turn right (south) onto CR 15 

 Continue on CR 15 until Montee Charette (if you meet Highway 17, you've gone to far) 

 Make a sharp right-hand turn onto Montee Charette 

 Continue for about 1 km until Montee Charette merges with Bolt Road (keep to the right onto Bolt Road) 

 Follow Bolt Road for about 50 yds beyond the intersection until  #447 Bolt Road 

 Parking is just a bit further along. 
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
